Jewelry Design Challenge   
Contestants demonstrate their ability to design and fabricate wearable jewelry of that design.  The final piece is displayed for judging with sketch and written description of his/her creation.  The theme this year is an Art Deco pendant.  This period began after World War I in the roaring 20’s and flourished until the Great Depression of the 1930’s.  It began the movement of modern art in 1925 in Paris when the Exposition opened of geometric style.  
Students will have 30 minutes to sketch their design in pencil then draw with colored pencil for emphasis and color.  A description of size and idea will need to be written with the drawing to communicate their original idea to the customer/judges.  
The list of materials that the student should bring for the pendant are: 1.5” x 1” sterling silver 20 gauge sheet metal, 6 “ 18 gauge sterling silver wire, 24” 24 gauge sterling silver wire and 12 pearls.  Students will have 3.5 hours to fabricate the design as the industry standard is 4 hours from the time of sketch.  The wild card this year is for students to bring their own item to hang their pendant from but not include into the pendant.  
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
