After SLSC, all scorecards will be released for contestants to
review their performance rubrics. These are grading rubrics, not
true scoring rubrics, and reflect how each contestant performed
relative to others in their event. Scorecards will be available
approximately one week after the conference at
skillsusawashington.org, following the official review period.
